Devil Blend for you and a cookie explosion hot cocoa for the kids? 

Whether you’re leaving from New Brunswick or Edison, there’s plenty of great dinner 
spots to try before you leave. 
If you’re leaving from New Brunswick, check out Poke Nagomi for a fresh and delicious 
bowl. Leaving from Edison? Head to Sakae Sushi – don’t worry they have a kids’ menu!

Apple and pumpkin picking is open daily 
along with the corn maze. Plus, check the website for Fall Festival Plus Weekends - 
enjoy unlimited hayrides and compete in 20+ activities like pumpkin bowling, barnyard 
mini golf, the tractor pull and more.
